Egyptian Call for a Ceasefire

After a few days of public silence—essentially an endorsement for Hussein—Egypt began a diplomatic initiative. Radio Cairo interrupted its regularly-scheduled broadcast to air the contents of appeals from Nasser to Hussein and Arafat to stop the fighting for at least 24 hours in order to deter an international conspiracy that would harm Jordan. With Tunisia and Libya it began initial preparations for an emergency Arab summit to take place in Cairo.
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
